A balanced approach to the risks and benefits of these agents will be 
provided before moving on to the ophthalmic management of chorioretinal conditions, 
diabetic retinopathy, and uveitis in pregnancy. The session concludes with obstetric 
considerations for women with ocular pathology, offering a rare opportunity to interact 
with a multidisciplinary medical team with broad expertise in this challenging area.
